Location

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Tuition
Tuition at the host school is waived for exchange

students, who instead pay tuition directly to the
University of Florida at their usual tuition rate.

Financial Aid

University of Florida students needing financial aid
should apply through UF Student Financial Affairs.
Normal eligibility for aid may be used while studying
abroad as an exchange student. This includes using
the Bright Futures scholarship and the Florida Pre-
Paid College Plan.

For fall, spring, and academic-year scholarships
administered by the University of Florida International
Center, the deadlines for application are: early March
for programs starting in fall; and early October for
programs starting in spring.
